EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS

In order to be ready in the event of an emergency
all households need a plan. Over the next few
months we will provide step-by-step assistance to
help you through the process.

#1)Take a moment to imagine that there is an
emergency, like a fire in your home, and you need
to leave quickly. What are the best escape routes
from your home? Find at least two ways out of
each room. Now, write it down — you’ve got the
beginning of a plan.

#2) Pick a place to meet after a disaster. Designate
two meeting places. Choose one right outside your
home, in case of a sudden household emergency,
such as a fire. The second place you choose needs
to be outside your neighborhood, in the event that
it is not safe to stay near or return to your home.
